HISTORY

The history of Ramakrishna Mission Residential College is identical to that of its parent
organization, Ramakrishna Mission Ashrama, Narendrapur. In 1943, in the wake of the disastrous
Bengal Famine, a handful of spirited and dedicated monks of the Ramakrishna Order set up
a Students' Home at Pathuriaghata in North Kolkata.

The Home was housed on a small plot of land earmarked for the education of young college
and university students. It slowly but steadily accumulated a reputation for nurturing meritorious
but indigent students. In 1957, the Home was relocated on a larger compound at Narendrapur.
Within a short span of time it acquired an enviable stature under the dynamic leadership and
persistent efforts of the late Revered Swami Lokeswaranandaji, the Founder-secretary, and his
distinguished team of teachers. The acorn has now grown into a massive oak. The campus of
the Ashrama is spread over 150 acres of land, dotted with flower gardens, orchards, mango
groves and water bodies. Far away from the squalor and clutter of the city, the Ashrama boasts
quite a few centres of excellence, Ramakrishna Mission Residential College (Autonomous)
being amongst them.

The College was established on the Ashrama campus in July 1960. Affiliated to the University
of Calcultta, its first batch of students commenced classes on August 1960. Much later in 1976,
the Higher Secondary Unit of West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education started
functioning on the college premises, but was shifted to the Vidyalaya after 2006. Autonomous
status was conferred upon the college in 2008. Fully residential, this boys' college follows the
same principles and objectives as all other institutions functioning under the aegis of the
Ramakrishna Mission. Swami Vivekananda believed education to be the panacea for all the
evils running rampant in our country. He envisioned an educational system which would build
character as well as ensure social upliftment. For such a system of education to become real
and practical, an ambience of trust and love needed to be created. Through a happy combination
of learning and practising, students could engage in a joyous patrticipation in the learning process.
A modern implementation of the ancient Gurugrihavasa was Swamiji's solution. Teachers and
students sharing the same living space, governed by moral and cultural modes of Indian life,
in sylvan surroundings was the model chosen by the wise sages of the Ramakrishna Order.
Ramakrishna Mission Residential College, Narendrapur was destined to become Swamiji's
realization of education being ‘the manifestation of perfection already in man.’



AIMS AND OBJECTIVES

The Residential College endeavours to educate young men
in its charge according to the best traditions of the country while
instructing them in modern arts and sciences. In other words
it also attends to their overall growth and development so that
they may become strong and healthy individuals with sound
moral principles, learn to respect higher values of life and
become conscious of their obligations to the poor masses
around them. It does all this and much else besides, not only
by instruction but also by involving the inmates in a series of
well-planned activities. This creates an elevating experience
for the students.

AUTONOMY

In order to achieve excellence in our higher education system, UGC has, in the recent past chosen
a number of colleges throughout the country and conferred autonomous status on them. The
bottomline of such autonomy is the freedom given to these institutions in the academic field,
empowering them to determine their own courses of study & syllabi, restructure and design courses
to meet local needs, evolve their own examination system and work in a suitable manner to achieve
standards of teaching & research.

Our institution is one of those very few autonomous colleges in West Bengal. It has already
successfully completed its first tenure of autonomy (October, 2008—June, 2015) and is at
present enjoying its second tenure, accorded to it by the University Grants Commission(UGC).

At the UG level, nine Honours subjects are offered, and three courses are offered at the PG level.
The college also conducts doctoral research programmes in specific disciplines. The completely
residential status of the college has admittedly somewhat restricted the introduction of new courses,
the seats in the four college hostels being limited. But our primary objective is to impart quality
education rather than lay stress on quantity. We are, however, keen on jettisoning old thoughts
and ways and determined to think on new lines as to the future work under our care. The recent
introduction of Sanskrit as an honours subject and P.G. course in Comp. Sc. is a step in that
direction, and we hope to introduce a few more courses in the coming session in keeping with the
demands of present times.

The fruits of our tireless endeavour and relentless striving after excellence are evident in the results
of our college examinations and different All India Entrance tests.

COLLEGE WITH POTENTIAL FOR EXCELLENCE (CPE)

Our college has been identified as College with a Potential for Excellence (CPE) by the University
Grants Commission. Under this CPE scheme, UGC identifies colleges which attain sufficiently
high standard in teaching, research and extension activities and hold promise of excellence. While
this is a new feather in our cap, what indeed is noteworthy—we have topped the list of the colleges
in West Bengal that have been granted this honour.



VIVEKANANDA CENTRE FOR RESEARCH (VCR)

Our College has been recognized by the University of Calcutta as the Vivekananda Centre for
Research. All the research activities that take place in the college—in various disciplines and also
interdisciplinary—thus, undergo a proper mode of operation that a Research Centre is endowed
with. In recent future, as we build up an Annex Building, we intend to boost our research activities
both in science and in the humanities. In order to make this possible at the earliest, we intend to
concentrate on developing our laboratories with modern equipments, and on providing the
researchers as well as the teachers with Smart Rooms.

RESEARCH & DEVELOPMENT

SIRO

We are glad to announce that DST (Department of Science & Technology), Govt. of India, New
Delhi has recognised our college as a SIRO (Science and Industrial Research Organisation).

UGC-CSIR-DST-granted research units in Physics & Chemistry are now completely operational,
Scholars are pursuing their research work under the guidance of our qualified teachers.

TAX EXEMPTION

As a result of our college being a SIRO, the Ministry of Finance, Govt. of India, has accorded us
the rare benefit of lifetime Income Tax Exemption u/s 35(1)(ii) of IT Act, 1961, thereby enabling
us to enjoy 150% tax exemption on donations to R & D of the college.

NAAC

In January 2004 our college was recognized as an “A” grade institution
by the National Assessment and Accreditation Council (NAAC). In May

awarded us a CGPA of 3.56 out of 4.00 with the descriptor ‘Very Good'.

NIRF

The National Institutional Ranking Framework (NIRF) was approved by the MHRD and launched
by Honourable Minister of Human Resource Development on 29th September 2015.

This framework outlines a methodology to rank institutions
across the country. The methodology draws from the overall
recommendations broad understanding arrived at by a Core
Committee set up by MHRD, to identify the broad parameters
for ranking various universities and institutions.

It also subcribes to various journals and
newspapers. At present, the total number of books is 87,908.
The total number of periodicals subscribed to by the college
is 53. The wide and spacious reading room gives the students
the right kind of ambience for consulting, reading, browsing
through these books and journals. Students can borrow
books only from the lending section against their lending
cards and keep them for a specified period of time. Besides, [ Library

text books are issued at the beginning of a session on a long-term basis to all students.
The library catalogue has been fully digitised. Students can borrow books only from the ‘Circulation
Section’ against their ‘Digital Library Cards’ and keep them for 14 days. The Library uses ‘Integrated
Library Management Software (KOHA).

ADMISSION PROCEDURE

Students are admitted to Undergraduate Courses through
a written test and/or an interview. Application form for a
subject can be obtained online. Each candidate can sit for
more than one subject by paying ¥ 300/-for each. Forms are
generally issued and received online within 7 days of the [office
publication of H.S. results of the West Bengal Council of Higher Secondary Education. Students
from other Boards can also apply. The test is held generally within 15 days of the publication of
the H.S. results of the WBCHSE. Students will be admitted to the honours courses only through
the admission procedures set by respective departments in accordance with the general admission
guidelines of the College. Similarly, Students for the Postgraduate Courses are also admitted after
the publication of the results of the C.U. degree examination through a written test and/or an
interview. For further details, candidates are requested to visit the website.

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N.C.C. & N.S.S.

The college has active N.C.C. and N.S.S. wings. Every
year cadets pass the N.C.C. ‘B’ and ‘C’ certificate
examinations. Some of them attend camps at various
places in West Bengal and outside as part of the N.C.C.
programme. The N.S.S. unit holds social service camps
in rural areas where students and teachers work in
collaboration with local youths. Usually the programmes [ NCC-Parade

include road construction, road repairs, cleaning tanks,
adults literacy work, sale of T.B. seals, helping blind boys
in their studies, conducting classes for poor local youths,
quiz sessions and cultural programmes. For the past few
years, we have chosen a nearby village Arapanch for
all these social welfare activities. Every year in December,
the N.S.S., in collaboration with West Bengal Voluntary
Blood Donors' Association, organises a Blood Donation
Camp on the Brahmananda Bhavana premises. Once [ Medical Camp |

in every month, the college organises a free medical camp at village Nazat in Basirhat sub-division
of North 24-district. Medicines are also distributed free in these camps.

CONCESSIONS IN FEES

Students of poor families are given concessions in respect of the consolidated monthly fees. They
must apply for such concessions at the time of admission only. Scholarships are given on the
basis of their performance in examinations and hostel reports. Late Prof. Nirendranath Biswas
had contributed Rs. One crore for maintaining 100 students. There are other generous persons
also contributing towards scholarship funds.

ATTENDANCE

Since this is a residential college with autonomy, students are to attend at least 80% of the lectures
delivered per semester/per year.

WITHDRAWAL

It is expected that once a student is admitted to this college, he would continue until he completes
his course without break. If there is a break in his studies in the 1st Year, a degree student will
generally have to leave the college after he completes the year and takes the examination. It is
not possible to keep a degree student in the hostel for more than three years.

If the college authority finds it necessary to request a guardian to withdraw his ward from the
college for any reason (which may or may not be disclosed) at any time of the year, the guardian
will have to comply. Caution money is refunded within six months of withdrawal.

HOSTEL INFRASTRUCTURE

Since the college is completely residential, hostels form an integral part of it. At present, the college
has four hostels : Brahmananda Bhavana, Sri Gauranga Bhavana, Ramakrishnananda Bhavana
and Adbhutananda Bhavana. Each hostel has its own dining-hall, shrine, study hall and especially
common room where the students have access to various indoor games, daily newspapers and
magazines, and selected programmes on the television. Moreover, the hostels are equipped with
basic facilities to meet the requirements of the students—the washer man, the cobbler, the barber,
tailoring shop, and even a multi-gym.

A healthy combination of rigorous discipline and individual freedom forms the basis of the hostel
life. To relieve monotony, utmost care is taken to ensure an all-round development of each student.
Also, the hostel life here gives
an individual student the
opportunity to share his joys and
hardships with others and
initiates him into a healthy
community life.

Each hostel is managed by a
superintendent, a warden and
some supervisors. Their duty is
to look after the students [ Prayground

individually and try to make up for the absence of their parents, as far as practicable.

FOOD

The food served is simple but nutritious. The hostel
supplies two main meals consisting of both
vegetarian and non-vegetarian dishes and snacks
in the mornings and afternoons. Variety in the
daily menu, as far as possible, is arranged for.

PRAYER AND MEDITATION

| Dining Hall

The day's work in the hostels begins with prayer in the shrines. This is repeated in the evening.
The prayer includes devotional songs, readings from the scriptures, followed by Contemplation
and Meditation for some time. Though each student has the freedom to follow his own faith,
attendance is compulsory at these prayer sessions, for this is good for the mental health of the
students. We do not preach any dogma, we pay due homage to all faiths and prophets. Besides,
the daily work of the college begins with a short prayer attended by the students, teachers and

members of the non-teaching staff.

MEDICAL CARE

The Ashrama has a well-equipped hospital named
Aragya Bhavana, with 27 beds for the Ashramites
where 24 hour medical care is available. Qualified
doctors are in regular attendance, and some
specialists including an oculist, a pathologist, an
ENT specialist and a dentist visit every week. The
boys are admitted to the hospital for indoor care.
Moreover, recently an Ayurvedic Dispensary has
become functional on the campus itself. Apart
from multidimensional ayurvedic treatments, like
Panchakarma etc., many specialist doctors of this
unit regularly provide medical support to the

students. A well-equipped pathology section has become fully operational here.
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DRESS CODE

The college uniform is white trousers, white shirts and black shoes. In hostels during prayer time,
all students must wear white dhotis and chadars. When not in college uniform, students should
wear dresses as simple as possible in keeping with the Ashrama decorum.

BEDDING

Each student should carry at least one cotton carpet (satranchi), one light mattress, two bed-
sheets, one pillow with two covers, and one mosquito-net. A woollen blanket or quilt will be

necessary for the winter.

The size of the bedstead supplied by the college is 6'x2.5". Bedding should be made according

to this size. The college supplies bed-covers.

MAHAVIDYALAYA PRAKTANI (ALUMNI ASSOCIATION)

The college has a well-organised Alumni
Association, called the Mahavidyalaya
Praktani. While the Praktani basks in
the glory of its numerous renowned ex-
students, well-placed in life, it always
gives sincere efforts to gather resources
from them and stand by the needy
students, present and past, and the staff
of the college, to help them in their hours
of need.

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Maintaining Register Books

The evening prayer is followed by a strictly-observed Study-hour. Students are expected to stay
at their rooms or at the Study halls with their daily preparations, till the dinner is served. However
in exceptional and urgent cases, students may leave the campus, upon seeking permission from
respective Hostel Superintendent.

Near the main gate, separate register books are maintained for each Bhavana. The Students,
whenever they go out of the campus, should duly mention in the register books the time and
purpose of leaving the campus. Also when they come back, they must mention the time of arrival
and the exact duration of their stay outside.

In no way students will be allowed to go out of or to enter the campus after 9.00 P.M. without prior
permission of the respective Hostel Superintendent.

In exceptional cases, when a student enters the campus after 9 p.m., he must enter details in the
Late Register at the main gate.

Apart from officially declared holidays, no student is allowed to stay overnight outside the hostel
without permission of the hostel authorities.

Prayer

Attending Morning & Evening Prayers
is compulsory for the Students of
Undergraduate 1st year and 2nd year
& Postgraduate 1st year. Other UG
students and PG students are also
encouraged to join these daily sacred
programmes.

No student is allowed to move around
the campus during prayer.

During Prayer hours silence should be
strictly observed outside the Prayer
Halls and on the rest of the hostel premises.

Students should put off the switches of all lights and fans without fail before leaving the common
room.
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Vacation

There are two major vacations for students—the Summer Vacation and the Puja Vacation. The
students are to go home during these vacations. On other occasions when a student needs a
leave, a letter addressed to the Principal, by the guardian, explaining the reasons for leave of
absence from the hostel is mandatory.

Generally guardians are allowed to visit their wards on Sundays only. Guardians are to meet their
wards in the visitors' room of the Bhavana concerned. They are categorically discouraged to visit
their wards in the rooms at the Bhavanas. No visitor can be accommodated in the hostels at night.
No visitor is allowed on weekdays.

Students must vacate the hostels during Summer & Puja vacations as per exact notifications in
this regard given by the Principal.

Students must ensure that they have properly switched off all the lights & fans of their respective
rooms before leaving for the vacation.

Request of any kind of accommodation in the hostel during the vacations will not be entertained.

Use of Gadgets
Use of gadgets like PC, Laptop, Tablets etc. is completely forbidden.

Use of electronic devices viz. camera, ipod etc. is discouraged and the authority does not take
any responsibility of any kind of loss or damage.

Mobile phones are to be used only within the respective rooms. In no way should a student carry
the mobile to the college during college hours.

Students must cooperate with the Hostel Authorities in maintaining the sanctity and serenity
of the Hostels by practising a perfectly disciplined life for their own benefit. Violation of
any one or more of these will initiate disciplinary action which may even lead to termination
of the tenure of the student in this institution.
